Teacher Cards

To obtain a Teacher Card, a patron must have a

regular Stow-Munroe Falls Public Library Card.

Teacher Cards are available to teachers Pre-K

through grade 12 and homeschool parents.

A teacher must show a staff ID card or other proof
of employment. A homeschool parent must
provide a letter of verification from his or her

school district.

A Teacher Card provides a six-week loan period
with no renewals for print materials and non-
fiction audio-visual materials, excluding any new
materials. Due to limits in our collection, seasonal
materials will be limited to 2 items per card. No
items from another library can be checked out on

a Teacher Card.

A Teacher Card is for professional use only, and
should not be used to check out items for

personal use.

Patrons will be charged for any lost or damaged
items.
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Teacher Holds and

Classroom Collections:

To request a teacher hold, simply call the library
at least 24 hours in advance and let us know the
subject, grade level and number of items you
require and they will be pulled and waiting for pick
up here in the library. Teacher Holds can also be
sent via delivery to teachers in the Stow-Munroe
Falls School District, if the teacher has a valid

Teacher Card and gives at least 2 days notice.

Classroom Collections of supplementary reading
material can be provided with a valid Teacher
Card. Bins of age appropriate material will be
pulled for your class on a monthly basis at your
request. Delivery is available to teachers in the
Stow-Munroe Falls School District. Contact the

Children’s Department to set up this service.
Pathfinders

research by preparing a pathfinder on any subject.
We will find, evaluate and compile a list of
websites that will be useful to your students and
provide a list of links to them under your name on
our website. Students can access this list from
anywhere via the internet. Call or e-mail us with
requests at least 3 school days in advance to
